FC distributed OYSA brochures and engaged fair-goers in interactive soccer activities.

Club Development
I'have received contact from a group in Lebanon that is interested in starting a club in that area. I expect to meet
with them sometime in September.

Risk Management
There has been a rather heavy run of adult registrations as clubs complete registering their adults before the
beginning of the new season. There are no serious issues at this time.

Leagues and Tournaments

Portland Metro League registrations were finalized with 139 accepted teams. This is an increase of 12% over the
number of teams in Fall 2010. There are 71 teams from Oregon and 68 from Washington. We have all age groups
and genders represented from U11 Developmental through U14 as well as boys high school teams at U15,
U16/U17, and High School open.

Our sanctioned competitive leagues in Keizer (Mid-Valley Soccer League), Eugene (KidSports Klassic - Gold
division), and southern Oregon (SOCL) are also about to begin. We have finalized plans for our new League
Champions Cup for the top 2 teams in the U12-U14 age groups of each of the regional leagues. The tournament
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will be held in Eugene November 12-13.

Kohl’s Cup will be held in Salem, October 15-16. Our early registration discount that ended 9/2/11 generated quite
a bit of interest. We have already received 16 applications and expect to meet or exceed the number of teams that
entered in 2010.

TOPSoccer

TOPSoccer Night at the Timbers will be held September 16t at the Timbers game against the New England
Revolution. Carrie Cool arranged with the Timbers for 100 tickets that are available to our TOPSoccer programs
at a significant discount. TOPSoccer programs can distribute tickets to family and friends of TOPSoccer players at
cost, or sell them for up to face value as a fund-raiser for their program. A flyer with more details is posted on our
website.

Subject: Proposed Policy Changes (802-1, Section 2, Definitions and Section 3, F, Small Sided Games)

| am requesting the Board approve the policy changes as outlined in the attached documents.

Policy 802-1, Section 2 is a list of definitions.

Most of the changes in the definitions are to make them consistent with US Youth Soccer definitions.

We have added a definition for a “classic or competitive league” that permits, rather than requires, teams that uses tryouts,
etc. to participate. This allows more flexibility for leagues and more importantly enables teams to play in competitions that
are more commensurate with their ability rather than limiting playing opportunities because of how the team was formed.
Following the same principles, we have changed the definition of a classic or completive team/player as a team/player that
plays in a classic or competitive league.

Similarly, we have added a definition of “recreational league” as one in which teams that participate are not formed on the
basis of talent or ability and a recreational player as one who plays in recreational league.

These changes/additions are necessary because this is how we have structured our sponsored and sanctioned leagues this
year. These changes are important because they remove the ambiguity and inconsistency in “team formation” compliance
and related designations and allows teams to play at a competitive level that is consistent with their ability rather than on the
process that brought the team together.

Policy 802-2, Section 3, F relates to Small Sided Game standards.

Our Portland Metro League (PML) is 9v9 at U11 and therefore is inconsistent with our current policy that requires U11 teams
to play 8v8. Nine vs. nine is the standard that is recommended by US Soccer Federation and also by our Technical Director
as well as the Technical Director of Washington State Soccer Association (WSSA). PML is a joint league in partnership
with Washington Youth Soccer which has been played 9v9 at U11 for years. To provide consistency in the league, the
administrators and technical staff agreed to follow US Soccer’s guidelines in the PML. It is therefore necessary to modify
and/or suspend our current Small Sided Game Policy.

POLICY 802-1 PLAYERS AND COMPETITION

Section 1. US Youth Soccer Policy

The US Youth Soccer Policy on Players and Playing Rules (USYS Rules) applies to the
registration of players, team formation, and competitions conducted by Oregon Youth
Soccer and all sanctioned soccer competition conducted by OYSA member clubs.

Section 2. Definitions

(A) The following definitions contained in USYS Rules, Rule 101, Sections 1 and 2,
applicable to all State Associations, are repeated here for convenience:

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"Federation” means the United States Soccer Federation, Inc.

“FIFA” means the Federation Internationale de Football Association of which
the Federation is the national association member for the United States.
“region” means one of those regions established under Bylaw 322.

“National Council” means the National Council of USYSA as provided under
Bylaw 311.

“Organization Member” means an organization that is classified as such a
member of USYSA as provided by Bylaw 202.

“State Association” means the administrative body within a territory determined
by the National Council to carry out USYSA's programs for youth players.
“team” means a group of soccer players playing on the same side in soccer
games.

“USYSA” means the United States Youth Soccer Association, Inc.

“youth player” means an individual who is an amateur player and who has not
reached 19 years of age prior to August 1 immediately before the start of any
seasonal year. A player who reaches 19 years of age during a seasonal year is
allowed to complete that seasonal year. A player who reaches 19 years of age
during August of one seasonal year shall be allowed to complete all of the next
seasonal year.

“add” means the addition of a player to a team’s roster.

“eligibility to play” means registered and not under suspension.

“game roster” means the list of players who will participate in a particular
competition.

“involuntary release” means the removal of a player from a team’s roster at the
request of team authorities.

“registration” means the execution of an intent to play the sport of soccer and
the paying of fees to become a member of USYSA.

“rostering” means assignment of a registered player to a team.

“select team” means the official select or all-star team of —

@ USYSA;

(© a State Association;

(d) a district or geographical subdivision of a State Association; or

(e) any league.

“suspension” means the temporary withdrawal of rights and privilege, such as
the right to play, coach, or otherwise administer or participate (directly or
indirectly) in soccer, and the suspension is for the entire term of the suspension

with all rights and privileges withdrawn unless specifically stated otherwise by
the suspending authority.

“team roster” means a list of registered players eligible to play for a team.
“uniform” means a jersey or shirt, shorts, thermal undershorts, stockings,
shinguards, footwear, warmup jacket, pants, or suit, and other similar items of
wear.

“voluntary release” means the removal of a player from a team’s roster at the
request of the player.

“classic or competitive league” means an interclub league in which the use of
tryouts, invitations, recruiting, or any similar process to roster players selectively
to any team on the basis of talent or ability, is permitted.

“intraclub tournament team” means a tournament team whose roster includes

players who are members of only one club.

Member clubs shall establish policies and regulations regarding the formation of
teams entering into affiliated leagues.

Unregistered players are strictly prohibited from playing in matches or practicing with
member club teams.

Players and/or their families that have unpaid financial obligations to OYSA or a
member club may have their membership privilege suspended until such obligations
have been satisfactorily resolved.

All leagues must be sanctioned by OYSA. A member club, group of clubs or other
affiliated entity must complete OYSA's “Permission to Host” paperwork and pay all
appropriate fees.

Member clubs shall submit their team formation policy and bylaws to OYSA annually
on or before the club registration deadline.
